Cracks like this are usually caused from either
shrinking of curing masonry or structural settlement. As with all masonry cracks, it should be monitored. Place a mark at
the end and on each side of the crack and measure the distance between the marks. Record the distance for future
comparison. If the crack continues to increases in size or length, or both sides become displaced from each other, the
services of a structural engineer should be retained. Cracks below grade are at risk of water penetration if water is
allowed to accumulate in the vicinity of the crack.

The vinyl siding is loose at the door to the rear deck. It should be re-attached to its intended component. This condition
will only worsen if left unattended. These bulges are caused my any number of things and should be further investigated.

Recommend the deadbolt locks on
all exterior doors fully engage with a smooth operation, and without lifting or pushing on the doors to make them lock.

To remove an
automobile from the garage when the power fails, this door will have to be disconnected from the door opener. The door,
in its present condition will fall with such force that someone will be injured if hit by it. For safety, garage doors should be
adjusted so their closure rate will stop at any position when released. All adjustments and repairs should be preformed
by a licensed and qualified overhead door contractor.

The manufacture of most overhead door openers require
manual locking devices be disabled. This is done to prevent the door from opening when the manual lock is engaged.
Doors and automatic openers can be damaged under this condition. Recommend the manufactures installation
instructions for the automatic door be consulted for their recommendation on this lock.

Once the source is eliminated, all damaged wood should be replaced and
properly sealed. All repairs should be preformed by qualified contractors.

(2) The exterior wood trim installed in local areas of the home should be cleaned, sealed and painted. All damaged wood
should be replaced.

2.4 DECKS
Comments: Service or Repairs Needed
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(1) The rear deck is deteriorating. It should be cleaned and sealed. All damaged wood should be replaced and all loose
boards should be properly attached. The condition of its concealed attachment points to the home should also be
verified when these repairs are being made. Further evaluation by a qualified deck contractor is recommended.

(2) The joists that are supporting the floor on the mid level landing on the rear deck do not have sufficient end bearing on
the ledger board and band joist. End bearing is where the ends of the joist not only attach to the ledger board or band
joist, they are resting on either a metal bracket or a 2x2 piece of wood. This additional support is needed to reduce risk
of structural movement and damage. Recommend a qualified deck contractor further evaluate and repair.

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(3) A bench has been installed next to the guardrail on the rear deck. The height of the seat on this bench had defeated
the safety of having a high guardrail. Low guardrails creates fall hazards to anyone, and most especially children who
are standing on this bench. Recommend the guardrail behind this bench be increased in height, or the bench be
removed.

2.4 Picture 3 The height of the seat on this bench had defeated the safety of having a high guardrail.

(4) The guardrails for the front deck are loose. Weak guardrails can break away and create fall injuries to the occupants
of the deck. They should be complete, damaged free and be designed to support a 200-pound load applied in any
direction. Further evaluation by a qualified deck contractor is recommended.

2.5 WALKWAYS / DRIVEWAYS
Comments: Service or Repairs Needed
Cracks are present in the driveway. This type of cracking is usually the result of concrete shrinking as it cures or
mechanical damages from other means such as tree roots. These types of cracks are very common and is not normally
a concern if sealed with an appropriate patching material. Long-term cracks such as this, and left un-attended could
worsen as evading rainwater displaces the supporting soil.

4.0 PLUMBING SYSTEM COMMENTS

Comments:
(1) Main Water Cut-Off: The emergency cut-off valve for the main water supply was not found. The location for this
valve must be known so it can be closed in the event of a ruptured water pipe. Recommend the homeowner be asked
for its location. If the homeowner does not know, a licensed plumbing contractor should be retained to determine its
location.

(2) The age of the 50 gallon gas water heater is most likely the same age of the home. Water heaters usually last
approximately 10 - 12 years. Water heaters usually leak at the end of their life span and could damage the surrounding
area. Predicting the frequency or time frame for leakage is impossible.
(3) Sprinkler heads are present in the garage. It would be prudent to become very familiar with these components, and
have a spare sprinkler head as they are sometimes hard to find in the event one fails. If failure should occur, the main
water cut-off valve will be the only place to stop the flow of this water.

4.1 WATER HEATERS
Comments: Service or Repairs Needed
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The burner chamber cover is missing on the water heater. These covers are designed to keep the flame and products of
combustion inside the burner chamber. They are simply called, the inner cover and the outer cover. Both covers should
be in place for reason of safety and efficient combustion.

Recommend a licensed
plumbing contractor evaluate this condition.

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The toilets are loose in their attachment to the floor. The movement of loose toilets will damage the wax seal that
prevents it from leaking. Leakage at the base of a toilet is an unsanitary condition and will cause damage to the
surrounding flooring. Recommend the toilet be removed so the wax seal can be replaced.

1. STRUCTURAL SYSTEM
1.0 FOUNDATION WALLS

Service or Repairs Needed
A large vertical crack is present in the in the west foundation wall. Cracks like this are usually caused from either
shrinking of curing masonry or structural settlement. As with all masonry cracks, it should be monitored. Place a mark
at the end and on each side of the crack and measure the distance between the marks. Record the distance for future
comparison. If the crack continues to increases in size or length, or both sides become displaced from each other, the
services of a structural engineer should be retained. Cracks below grade are at risk of water penetration if water is
allowed to accumulate in the vicinity of the crack. If waterproofing is necessary, the services of a licensed water
proofing contractor is recommended.
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2. EXTERIOR SYSTEM
2.0 SIDING

Service or Repairs Needed
The vinyl siding is loose at the door to the rear deck. It should be re-attached to its intended component. This condition
will only worsen if left unattended. These bulges are caused my any number of things and should be further
investigated.

2.1 DOORS, EXTERIOR
Service or Repairs Needed
(1) The deadbolts on the exterior doors are either rough in operation, or do not fully lock. The security of these dead
bolts can be defeated with basic tools such as knives, screwdrivers or credit cards. Recommend the deadbolt locks on
all exterior doors fully engage with a smooth operation, and without lifting or pushing on the doors to make them lock.
(2) The weather door at the rear deck will not properly close. If left in its current condition, the door and its frame could
be damaged in windy conditions. Adjustment or repairs to the actuator are needed

2.2 DOORS, OVERHEAD
Service or Repairs Needed
(1) The single overhead garage door(s) fall very fast when disconnected from the automatic door openers. To remove
an automobile from the garage when the power fails, this door will have to be disconnected from the door opener. The
door, in its present condition will fall with such force that someone will be injured if hit by it. For safety, garage doors
should be adjusted so their closure rate will stop at any position when released. All adjustments and repairs should be
preformed by a licensed and qualified overhead door contractor.
(2) A manual locking device is present on the garage door(s). The manufacture of most overhead door openers require
manual locking devices be disabled. This is done to prevent the door from opening when the manual lock is engaged.
Doors and automatic openers can be damaged under this condition. Recommend the manufactures installation
instructions for the automatic door be consulted for their recommendation on this lock.

2.3 WOOD TRIM
Service or Repairs Needed
(1) The wood trim in many areas around the front door is damaged. Conditions like this will only worsen if the source of
this damage is not identified and eliminated. Once the source is eliminated, all damaged wood should be replaced and
properly sealed. All repairs should be preformed by qualified contractors.
(2) The exterior wood trim installed in local areas of the home should be cleaned, sealed and painted. All damaged
wood should be replaced.

2.4 DECKS
Service or Repairs Needed
(1) The rear deck is deteriorating. It should be cleaned and sealed. All damaged wood should be replaced and all
loose boards should be properly attached. The condition of its concealed attachment points to the home should also
be verified when these repairs are being made. Further evaluation by a qualified deck contractor is recommended.
(2) The joists that are supporting the floor on the mid level landing on the rear deck do not have sufficient end bearing
on the ledger board and band joist. End bearing is where the ends of the joist not only attach to the ledger board or
band joist, they are resting on either a metal bracket or a 2x2 piece of wood. This additional support is needed to
reduce risk of structural movement and damage. Recommend a qualified deck contractor further evaluate and repair.
(3) A bench has been installed next to the guardrail on the rear deck. The height of the seat on this bench had
defeated the safety of having a high guardrail. Low guardrails creates fall hazards to anyone, and most especially
children who are standing on this bench. Recommend the guardrail behind this bench be increased in height, or the
bench be removed.
(4) The guardrails for the front deck are loose. Weak guardrails can break away and create fall injuries to the
occupants of the deck. They should be complete, damaged free and be designed to support a 200-pound load applied
in any direction. Further evaluation by a qualified deck contractor is recommended.
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2. EXTERIOR SYSTEM
2.5 WALKWAYS / DRIVEWAYS

Service or Repairs Needed
Cracks are present in the driveway. This type of cracking is usually the result of concrete shrinking as it cures or
mechanical damages from other means such as tree roots. These types of cracks are very common and is not
normally a concern if sealed with an appropriate patching material. Long-term cracks such as this, and left un-attended
could worsen as evading rainwater displaces the supporting soil.

Age of Roof Covering: The age of the roof covering is unknown. These types of outdoor cooling system last
approximately fifteen years. The average life expectancy of this type roof covering is approximately eighteen to twenty
years. Older roofs are by nature; a high maintenance roof and repairs should be anticipated. As a rule of thumb,
replacement of the entire roof covering may be logical if more than ten percent of the roof requires repair. Note! Good
construction practices call for stripping the roof of all old shingles, inspecting and repairing all sheathing, flashing and
penetrations.

3.1 ROOF DRAINAGE
Service or Repairs Needed
Many of the gutters are not sloped correctly. An example of this condition can be seen front field. This condition could
lead to overflowing gutters resulting in, water entry into the home and foundation settlement. Rain gutters should be
leak free, firmly attached, clean, unrestricted, undamaged, and correctly sloped; all needed to promote the proper
drainage it receives from the roof and direct it to is more suitable area.
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4. PLUMBING SYSTEM
4.1 WATER HEATERS

Service or Repairs Needed
The burner chamber cover is missing on the water heater. These covers are designed to keep the flame and products
of combustion inside the burner chamber. They are simply called, the inner cover and the outer cover. Both covers
should be in place for reason of safety and efficient combustion.

4.2 WASTE PIPES
Service or Repairs Needed
The plumbing waste pipe is exposed next to the front porch. If left in its current condition, it could freeze when outdoor
temperatures drop below 32 degrees. This pipe should be better insulated or relocated. Recommend a licensed
plumbing contractor evaluate this condition.

4.3 TOILETS
Service or Repairs Needed
The toilets are loose in their attachment to the floor. The movement of loose toilets will damage the wax seal that
prevents it from leaking. Leakage at the base of a toilet is an unsanitary condition and will cause damage to the
surrounding flooring. Recommend the toilet be removed so the wax seal can be replaced.

4.4 SINKS
Service or Repairs Needed
(1) The sink stopper in the hall bathroom is not working.
(2) The spray nozzle is loose on the kitchen sink. The hole provided for its installation is now a source of damaging
water to the cabinet areas below the sink.

4.5 BATHTUBS
Service or Repairs Needed
(1) The bathtub stopper is not working.
(2) The bathtub faucet is not secured fully against the bathtub fixture. There is a gap between it and the surrounding
fixture. The faucet should either be properly secured inside the wall to close this gap, or the open area should be
caulked. If caulking is desired, the area should always be inspected to insure it is sealing as intended.

4.6 FIRE SPRINKLERS
Service or Repairs Needed
The ceiling mounted sprinkler heads in the garage are not placed to provide adequate coverage in the event of a
garage fire. Further evaluation by a licensed plumbing contractor familiar with fire sprinkler heads is recommended.
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5. ELECTRICAL SYSTEM
5.0 ELECTRICAL PANEL

Service or Repairs Needed
Cable clamps are missing where distribution wires leave the electric panel. Cable clamps serve to protect the wiring
from the metal edges of the panel openings. Electrical panels should also be completely closed to contain electrical
fires inside the box. Further evaluation by a licensed electrical contractor is recommended.

5.1 RECEPTACLES
Service or Repairs Needed
The outlets are missing in many areas of the basement. Outlets are required to be installed every six feet in all living
areas.

5.2 LIGHTS
Service or Repairs Needed
(1) The light fixture on the basement ceiling has an exposed bulb. It should be replaced with a type that has a
protective globe. The globe is necessary to protect the bulb from mechanical damages. Breaking bulbs will spread hot
glass and can cause injuries to the occupants of the home.
(2) The light in the garage door opener is not working. The bulb should be checked first. Other problems may be a
broken light fixture or a faulty electrical circuit.

6. HEATING SYSTEM
6.1 FURNACE

Service or Repairs Needed
The blower wheel inside the garage furnace is dirty from air by-passing the filter. In addition to lowering the efficiency
of the system, dust accumulation on the blower wheel usually means the air conditioning cooling coil may be clogged.
These conditions will prevent the designed air volume from moving efficiently through the system (even after the filter
is replaced.) This results in higher cooling / heating bills and eventual damages to the A/C compressor and heat
exchanger. Unfiltered air will also affect the environmental conditions in the house. More nuisance dust is deposited
inside the ducts and pushed back into the home. This can aggravate allergies and make it harder to keep the house
clean. The filer rack should be adjusted or modified to firmly secure a good quality filter. The equipment owner's
manual should be consulted for a recommended filter change schedules. A safe rule of thumb is to change the filter
monthly. Further evaluation by a licensed heating / cooling contractor is recommended.

7. COOLING SYSTEM
7.1 COOLING COIL

Service or Repairs Needed
Damaging condensation is forming where air is leaking out of the cooling coil that is mounted on top of the furnace.
This condensation is dripping onto the top of the furnace and is in contact with expensive electrical components inside
the furnace. This type of condensation can be easily reduced by repairing any damaged insulation on the refrigerant
piping, and sealing any present air leaks in the cooling coil and ductwork.

8. FIREPLACE SYSTEM
8.0 FLUE DAMPER

Service or Repairs Needed
The damper clip is missing on the flue damper. This clip is needed to insure the damper never fully closes when gas
logs are in use. Un-vented gas logs may create health hazards to the occupants of the home. Recommend a damper
clip be installed. The services of a fireplace contractor are recommended.
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9. INTERIOR SYSTEM
9.0 CEILINGS

Service or Repairs Needed
(1) Water damage is present on the on the master bedroom ceiling. The concern is, the source of this water damaged
is concealed and its location, history and current condition is not known.
(2) Water staining is present on the kitchen ceiling. The concern is, the source of this water damaged is concealed and
its location, history and current condition is not known. Only a destructive inspection will find the water leak and its
current condition. This type of inspection will require the removal of the damaged ceiling and tracing the source of the
water. The source of the damaging moisture should be identified and repaired before ceiling repairs are made.
(3) Water staining is present on the basement drop ceiling. The concern is, the source of this water damaged is
concealed and its location, history and current condition is not known. Locating the leak will require the removal of the
damaged ceiling and tracing the source of the water. The source of the damaging moisture should be identified and
repaired before ceiling repairs are made.

9.1 INTERIOR DOORS
Service or Repairs Needed
The basement closet door under the stairs is not closing properly and need adjustment

11. APPLIANCES
11.1 STOVES & OVENS

Service or Repairs Needed
The range is loose and should be properly secured in its mounting. All manufacturers supply anti-tip brackets with all
free standing ranges to prevent tipping. Heavy objects placed on the open door could result in the range toppling over
and causing burn injuries to the occupants of the home. The owners manual or the manufacture of the stove should
be consulted for more information on the installation of tilt brackets available to prevent this condition.

11.2 DISHWASHERS
Service or Repairs Needed
The dishwasher air gap is not properly configured; it needs to be installed to a height higher then the dishwasher
itself. The air gap is created by installing the water drain line over the top of the dishwasher and than into the house
waste system. Air gaps are necessary to assure a separation between supply and wastewater, and to prevent
siphoning between the two. The manufactures installation instructions should be followed when correcting this
condition.

11.3 WASTE DISPOSAL
Service or Repairs Needed
The waste disposer is not working.

11.4 SMOKE DETECTORS
Service or Repairs Needed
The smoke detectors did not respond to testing. Immediate repairs or replacement should be considered.
